CLASS WILLANDRA INFORMATION

Welcome to Year 4!

This year Cambridge Gardens Public School has named classes after historical events/ periods/people or places. We
have named our class ‘Willandra’. The Willandra Lake region is a semi-arid landscape mosaic in the Murray Basin
area of far southwestern New South Wales. It comprises dried saline lakebed plains vegetated with saltbush
communities, fringing sand dunes and woodlands with grassy understories. The area itself has a rich First Nation
history and significance and is listed as a World Heritage site.

I am Mr. Braiden Whiteside, and I will be teaching Willandra on Mondays, Tuesdays, Thursdays and Fridays and
Mrs. Laura Williams will be teaching our class on Wednesdays. Our classroom is the demountable next to the sandpit.
